For the 10™ five-year plan (2002 - 2007), the total capacity addition target

was initially 55,000MW, which was revised downward to 41,110MW,
including 14,393MW hydro, 25,417MW thermal and 1,300MW of others.

Against this target, capacity additions as of 31st October, 2006 stood at
about 22,627MW, which includes 1,180MW from renewable energy
sources.
