3.Preparation

5. Insurance

Both Class A and Class B:

Researcher during the invitation period

with the following limit of benefits:
Death from injury: ¥ 30,000,000
Disability from injury: ¥ 30,000,000

Remedy of injury: ¥ 2,000,000
Death from disease: ¥ 2,000,000
Remedy of disease: ¥ 2,000,000

Liability ¥ 100,000,000

In principle, the premium shall be paid
to the Accepting Organization upon the
request of the Accepting Organization to
pay the premium related to the relevant
insurance contract. However, depending
on the situation, NEDO may directly
enter into a contract with an insurance
company and pay the necessary
premium.

The benefit (remedy expenses, etc.) shall
be paid directly to the Invited
Researcher by the insurance company
based on the bill submitted to it by the
Invited Researcher.

6. Business
Trip Expenses

If an Invited Researcher goes on one or
more domestic trips during the Invitation

Period from the city in which the Accepting

Organization is located as part of the
research of the Invited Researcher,
transportation and hotel accommodation
expenses will be paid to the Invited
Researcher. However, depending on the
length of the Invitation Period, the total

amount payable to the Invited Researcher

This allowance will be paid when the
Accepting Organization receives a
Business Travel Plan report prior to a
business trip and the Invited
Researcher submits all required
information regarding business trip
expenses to the Accepting Organization
after the business trip.
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will be limited to the following:

For an Invitation Period longer than
180days :

Class A: ¥300,000

Class B: ¥250,000

For an Invitation Period less than180days:

Class A : ¥200,000

Class B : ¥150,000

Visits by the Invited Researcher to NEDO
for a reasonable reason such as paying a
courtesy call or reporting the results of
research, are not considered as a domestic
trip described above.

Transportation and hotel accommodation
expenses for such visits will be paid
separately to the Invited Researcher.

Remarks

1. In case the Invitation Period is shortened or the Invited Researcher
temporarily leaves Japan after receiving a Living Expenses allowance, etc., the
portion of the Living Expenses allowance, etc. in proportion to the number of
days in which the Invitation Period was shortened or the number of days of the
temporary leave shall be repaid or offset against a Living Expenses allowance
to be paid thereafter. However, in the case of a short trip for making a
presentation at an international conference together with the Accepting
Organization, such repayment or offset may be exempted with the agreement

of NEDO.

2. Payment of expense items 1 to 6 (except for 5. Insurance) above shall be made
by remittance to the bank account designated by the Invited Researcher at a

bank located in Japan.

3. The classes of Invited Researchers are as follows:
Class A: A researcher who has excellent research achievements or advanced

expertise.

(University professors or persons with an equivalent work position.)
Class B:  Any person who has research achievements or expertise other than as

above.

4. If an Invited Researcher is required to return his/her home country on a temporary

basis to perform work - related duties, the fare for another round- trip discount

economy class air ticket may be paid to the Invited Researcher. However, this will
apply only if NEDO acknowledges the need for the Invited Researcher to return
home and that returning home will not hinder the continuance of research by the

Invited Researcher.
